2. The competition time is 60 minutes. 10 marks will be deducted for every one minute. The deduction will be counted on minute basis.
Event Center
1. The Event Center is located at Wan Tsai (South) Camp Site (GR 50Q KK 265863) 

2. There are toilet and shower facilities. 

3. First Aid Services will be provided. 

4. Event Centre will be opened at 1115 hours. 

5. Official time will be displayed.

6. Please keep the event centre clean and take all the rubbish away.
Competition Areas & Map Information

1. The northern part is mainly rough open land with good runnability. The southern part is afforestation area. 
2. Cattle trails in the terrain are not marked on the map.

3. There are 0.5m to 1m depth man-made drains which are not marked on the map. Be careful when crossing them.
4. There is road construstion work. Be careful when passing them.  
5. Owing to the dense vegetation in part of the competition area, competitors are advised to have full body protection.
START

1. The START is in the vicinity of the Event Center.
2. Event officials will check your whistle, compass, control card and number cloth (to be placed in front of the chest) here. Competitors carrying all these equipment may start.
START Procedures
1. Please arrive at the START 10 minutes before your start time.
2. The time shown at the start is the Entry Time. Event officials will not call out competitors' numbers.
3. You must not read the map before the start time. All competitors are responsible to check the correctness of the map information.
4. Latecomers must first report to the start officials. They will be arranged to start at the late start line. The time lost could not be compensated.
FINISH Procedures 

1. The FINISH is in the vicinity the event center.
2. Competitors must report to the FINISH within 60 minutes after start, no matter or not they complete their courses or lose their control cards. 

3. Your finishing time is the time when you cross the finishing line. 

4. You should then hand your control card and map to FINISH officials. Any alternations or complaints should be raised to the officials after you leave the finishing line, in order that other competitors will not be obstructed.

Complaints and Protests

1. A complaint can be made about infringements of the OAHK “Orienteering Competition By-law” or the organizer’s directions. Any complaint shall be made orally or in writing to the organizer as soon as possible. A complaint relating to a competitor’s result shall be made within 15 minutes after the promulgation of the result. The organizer adjudicates a complaint. The complainant shall be informed about the decision immediately.

2. A protest can be made against the organizer’s decision about a complaint. Any protest shall be made in writing to the a/a member of the jury as soon as possible and within 30 minutes of the organizer’s decision about a complaint.

Rules 

1. The Technical Standards and Competition By-laws for Open Orienteering Event of the OAHK shall apply to this competition. 

2. No other maps or aids other than those provided or mentioned by the organizer may be used. 

3. All punch marks must be marked in the appropriate boxes. (Boxes 28, 29 and 30 are reserved). Competitors who attempt to gain advantage by inaccurate punching will be disqualified. 

4. Loss of control card will be considered as DID NOT FINISH (DNF), but competitors shall report to the FINISH.

5. For safety, please report to FINISH or Event Center 1445 hrs after you start. 

6. Competitors who remove/destroy any properties of the organizer will be disqualified. The organizer will claim compensation from them. 

7. Competitors shall obey the competition rules.

8. Competitors may not camp or stay overnight in the competition area beforehand or otherwise disqualified. 

9. After finishing their own courses, competitors shall not re-enter the Competition Area while the event is in progress. 

10. The organizer reserves the right to add or amend the rules. All amendments, if any, will be displayed at the Event Center on the day of competition. 

Remarks

1. All competitors are entering this competition at their own risk. The organizer undertakes no liabilities to any personal injuries or loss of properties during and as a consequence to the competition. 

2. Observe the Country Code. Keep the area clean. 

3. There will be no Luggage Area at the Event Center, so do not take any valuable there. 

4. If Typhoon Signal No. 3 or above is hoisted, or the Thunderstorm/ Black Rainstorm/Red Rainstorm warning is announced by the HK Observatory at 0600 hours on the day of competition, the competition will be cancelled. 

5. In case of injury or under emergency situations, please use your whistle. The distress signal is 6 bleeps repeated every minute. Keep calm and wait for the help of event officials. 

6. Souvenir badge and free drink from sponsor will be given to the competitors when they return their number cloth.
7. Competitors of the Champions League Event held on the same day will be treated as guest runners only and will not be awarded any individual prizes.
Registration for Re-issue 

1. A control card and a number cloth accompany with this event information sheet (Safety pins are available at the event center). 

2. If you find that any things above are missing, please call the Scout Association of Hong Kong at 2957 6412 (Miss Remy Chan) by 23 December to arrange re-issue. 

3. If you do not make a missing report in time or forget to take those things above on the day of competition, you will have to pay $10 for re-issue (except for those who make a loss report beforehand).
